On January 26, 2022, Yevhen Dmytrovych
Khvorostov, Head of the Department of Surgical
Diseases of the Medical Faculty of the V.N. Kara-
zin Kharkiv National University, MD, Professor,
Honored Doctor of Ukraine, Knight of the Order
of the Peoples Friendship passed away.

Yevhen Dmytrovych Khvorostov was born on
September 13, 1939 in the town of Mineralny Vody
(Stavropol Region, Russia).

Yevhen Dmytrovych graduated from the Medical
Faculty of the Kharkiv Medical Institute, worked
as a surgeon at the Clinical Hospital Ne 40 in Khar-
kiv. After finishing his post-graduate education in
1972, Yevhen Dmytrovych
worked as a surgeon at the
Kharkiv Research Institute
of General and Emergency
Surgery (Department of
the Abdominal Emergen-
cy Surgery). In 1973 he de-
fended the thesis titled
as ‘Functional state of the
sympathetic-adrenal system
and protein metabolism
in parenteral nutrition of
patients with peptic ulcer
disease resulted from gast-
rectomy’.

In 1974, Ye.D. Khvo-
rostov was appointed the
chief surgeon of the Medi-
cal and Sanitary Service of
the Southern Railway. Being
a highly qualified surgeon
and health care organizer,
he performed complicated surgical interventions
and improved his surgical skills. Yevhen Dmytro-
vych actively introduced laparoscopic methods of
surgical interventions, some of which were perfor-
med in Ukraine for the first time. With his tireless
work, high professionalism, perseverance, talent
of medical practitioner and wisdom of a skilled lea-
der, a sense of personal responsibility, he gained a
well-deserved reputation among colleagues and
patients.

Since the early 1980s and for almost 40 years, the

Ukraine) has maintained close scientific and friendly
ties with him. In 1989, Yevhen Dmytrovych defen-
ded his doctoral dissertation at the IPC&C of the
NAS of Ukraine on the topic ‘Use of low temperatures
in selective proximal vagotomy in patients with
duodenal ulcer’. During long time Ye.D. Khvorostov
was a member of the Specialized Defense Council
in Cryobiology and Cryomedicine.

When in 1993 the Kharkiv University Me-
dical Faculty renewed its activities, Prof. Ye.D. Khvo-
rostov permanently headed the Department of Surgi-
cal Diseases.

Yevhen Dmytrovych authored and co-authored
over 300 scientific papers and educational course-
ware, 3 monographs, 12 invention certificates and
patents of Ukraine. Prof. Ye.D. Khvorostov guided
10 candidate and 2 doctoral dissertations.

In 2019, the President of Ukraine awarded by
his decree Ye.D. Khvorostov for a significant perso-
nal contribution to the development of national
education, training of qualified professionals, many
years’ fruitful teaching and high professionalism
with the 3rd degree Order of Merit.

We always remember Yevhen Dmytrovych as
an active, sensitive, friendly and cheerful man.
