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Currently the need of infertility therapy with the assisted
reproductive technology (ART) is essential due to an
increased number of malignancies, chronic diseases,
iatrogenic complications and a tendency to advancement
of reproductive age. One of the most important stages in
infertility therapy is the cryopreservation of gametes and
embryos, which improves the ART protocols efficiency and
allows planning the pregnancy.

The research purpose was to investigate the ethical and
legal aspects of cryopreservation procedure for repro-
ductive cells and/or embryos.

During the study we have analyzed 118 questionnaires
of respondents, whose genetic material was cryopreserved.
Moral and legal recognition of decision on gametes and/or
embryos cryopreservation has been achieved by obtaining
the patient’s informed consent.

The recommended terms for genetic material storage in
Ukraine are as follows: 2 years for oocytes and embryos,
10 years for spermatozoa. Most patients (84.7%) have agreed
to a short-term storage (up to 3 months) of the own reproduc-
tive cells and/or embryos. In case of pregnancy onset after
ART therapy 100% of patients prolonged the contract terms
for storage (more than 1 year). In case of contingencies in
family the biomaterial fate can be solved by one of the couple
(59.3% of cases) and medical center (40.7% of cases, where
5.9% to be discarded, 0.1% to be donated). In case of preg-
nancy onset and no planning next pregnancy 50% of pa-
tients agreed to give their biomaterial to scientific research,
41.6% decided to discard it and 8.4% to donate to infertile
couples.

The problem of cryopreservation of reproductive cells
and embryos raises the moral and ethical issues that, un-
fortunately, are not regulated now by the law of Ukraine. In
this regard of interest is to use the experience of the
European Union and the United States on ethical and legal
aspects of human genetic material cryopreservation and
the legal regulation of cryobanks’ activity.
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
