On November 1, 2017 at the age of 84 years an
outstanding scientist in the field of cryobiology and cryo-
medicine Sajio Sumida has passed away. Professor
Sumida gained M.D. in cardiovascular surgery (To-
ho University School of Medicine); Doctor of Med-
ical Science in cardiosurgery (Toho University) and
Ph.D. (Doctor of Phylosophy) (University of Fukuo-
ka). The main area of S. Sumida’s scientific research
was cryopreservation of blood and bone marrow cells.
Dr. Sumida was the founder of cryobiological studies
in Japan. He developed his own technology of fast
and slow erythrocyte freezing using different con-
centrations of glycerol and successfully applied cryo-
preserved blood and bone marrow cells in clinical
practice.

In 1974 Dr. Sumida founded the Japan Society for
Low Temperature Medicine and for 40 years was the
Editor-in-Chief of the scientific journal of this society.
He was also a member of the Editorial Board of the
journals Cryobiology (USA) and Problems of Cryobio-
logy and Cryomedicine (Ukraine). Dr. Sajio Su-
mida gained worldwide recognition for outstanding
achievements in the field of cryobiology. Dr. Sumida
was awarded with the title of Academician of the

Dr. Sumida presented the results of his researches
at national and international events, he was always
open for cooperation. Institute of Problems of Cryo-
biology and Cryomedicine of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine for many years had mutual
tight contacts and joint investigations with Sajio
Sumida. He often took part in the conferences held
by the Institute, performed a collaborative study of
the cryopreservation methods for erythrocytes using
non-penetrating cryoprotectants based at the scien-
tific center of Kyushu Hospital (Fukuoka, Japan)
and the Institute for Problems of Cryobiology and
Cryomedicine of the National Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine. This work resulted in a joint patent for the
invention.

Most of researches of Dr. Sumida were performed
at scientific center of Kyushu Hospital and, after mo-
ving to Tokyo he established his own ‘Sajio Sumida
Clinic and Laboratory of Cryomedicine and Blood
Transfusion’. There he continued his research in blood
and bone marrow cells that were stored frozen 30—
40 years.

Colleagues will remember Dr. Sajio Sumida not
only as a prominent scientist, but also as a wonderful
person and friend. His unique diligence, creative acti-
vity, kindness, wonderful hospitality will remain in the
memory of all who have had the good fortune to com-
municate with him. We know Sajio Sumida also as a
talented artist who took part in many international
exhibitions. He loved life in all its aspects, delicately
felt the art, admired the masterpieces of Ilya Repin
and Taras Shevchenko, knew Ukraine and loved its
traditions. Dr. Sumida was a great hearted person, an
conversationalist, his colleagues and students loved
him.

The cherished memory of Sajio Sumida will forever
remain in our hearts.
