Pesynprarom menmaroriyHoi misuibHOCTI BaneHTwHA
IBaHOBHMYA € CTBOPEHHS IIKOJH aKyIIepiB-TiHEKOJIOTIB,
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November 27, 2018 marks the 90" anniversary of the
birth of the academician of the National Academy of Scien-
ces of Ukraine Valentyn Ivanovych Gryschenko, an out-
standing Ukrainian and Soviet scientist in cryobiology
and cryomedicine, obstetrician-gynecologist, manager,
teacher of many generations of physicians and scientists.

Valentin I. Gryschenko was born in the family of a
well-known obstetrician-gynecologist, Professor Ivan
I. Gryschenko. In difficult post-war 1945, he entered
two Universities simultaneously: then the popular Po-
lytechnic Institute and Kharkiv Medical Institute, but
after the first lectures he decided to devote his life
to medicine. Since 1951, Valentin I. Gryschenko worked
at the Kharkiv Research Institute of Motherhood and
Childhood as a research fellow, since 1957 he became
the assistant professor at the Kharkiv Medical Institute,
head of the chair and vice-rector, from 1983 till 2011
he was the director of the Institute for Problems of
Cryobiology and Cryomedicine of the National Aca-
demy of Sciences of Ukraine. In 1954, V.I. Gryschenko
defended his PhD thesis, in 1964 he did the Doctor’s
one, in 1964 he was awarded the degree of professor, in
1983 he became a full member of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine.

Valentin I. Gryschenko has managed to combine a
practical medicine with science and educational work
throughout his life. Every working morning he visited
and examined the patients in the Maternity Hospital, held

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the scheduled meetings with physicians and the chair
staff, and then worked as director of the Institute for
Problems of Cryobiology and Cryomedicine, being enga-
ged into many scientific researches.

For the first time, Valentin Gryschenko and his stu-
dents introduced into the national medical practice the
extracorporal fertilization, artificial insemination, laparos-
copic surgical technologies, cryosurgical devices, hypother-
mia in gynecology, cell and tissue therapy.

Scientific interests of V.I. Gryschenko covered diffe-
rent areas, such as: cryopreservation of reproductive cells
and tissues, stem cells, blood cells, cold application in
medicine, establishing the low-temperature banks, desig-
ning the novel cryopreserved preparations-based thera-
peutic methods. An integral part of his scientific activity
was the interaction with practical medicine and the imple-
mentation of advanced technologies in clinical practice.
Due to his intensive activity Valentin I. Gryschenko ma-
naged to create one of the first in the world banks for
umbilical cord blood and placenta, to develop the placenta-
and umbilical cord blood-derived preparations. Scientific
heritage of academician V.I. Gryschenko comprises more
than 1,000 publications, 21 monographs, 4 manuals and
143 author’s certificates and patents.

Educational activity of Valentin I. Gryschenko resul-
ted in creating the school of obstetricians and gyneco-
logists, which combined practical medicine and science,
and that of cryomedical scientists, who have still pursued
the directions, outlined by the teacher. The academician
has prepared 35 Doctors of Sciences and 119 PhD scien-
tists. Many Ukrainian and foreign physicians heartily
remember his lectures.

Valentin 1. Gryschenko was actively involved into
the activity of the World Health Organization, Society
for Cryobiology, UNESCO, the European Association
of Obstetricians and Gynecologists. He was one of the
scientific editors of the Great Medical Encyclopedia,
the journals ‘Obstetrics and Gynecology’, ‘Pediatrics,
Obstetrics and Gynecology’, ‘International Medical Jour-
nal’, ‘Cryobiology’, ‘CryoLetters’.

Academician V.I. Gryschenko was awarded with many
medals and awards, O.0. Bogomolets Prizes of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, V.F. Snegirev
Prize of the Academy of Medical Sciences of the USSR.
He was awarded the title of the Honoured Scientist and
Engineer, the laureate of the State Prizes in Science and
Technology of the UkrSSR, USSR and Ukraine.

Valentin I. Gryschenko remained in the memory of his
students, colleagues and patients as honest and kind-hearted
person, a talented teacher and specialist with extremely
broad horizons. The colleagues always felt his support
in implementing the promising projects, in applying the
novel therapies for almost hopeless patients. He was never
indifferent to personal problems of colleagues and friends
and personally treated many of them.

The students of the academician V.I. Gryschenko,
obstetricians and gynecologists, cryobiologists, cryophy-
sicians have pursued the work, initiated by him, and the
family dynasty of physicians is now continued by his
daughter Professor Olga Gryschenko and grandchildren,
Prof. Mykola Gryschenko and Valentin Paraschuk.
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
