1998 p. ma 6a3i IIIKiK HAH VYkpainu 6ymno creopeno JI1
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November 7, 2018 marks the 85" anniversary of the
well-known scientist in cryobiology, the winner of the
State Prizes of the USSR and Ukraine, MD, Professor Te-
tiana M. Yurchenko.

T.M. Yurchenko has been working at the Institute
for Problems of Cryobiology and Cryomedicine of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (IPCC NAS
of Ukraine) since 1972 and more than 30 years she headed
the Department of Cryomorphology. Under her gui-
dance, the fundamental studies on cold impact on biolo-
gical objects using the methods of electron microscopy,
classical histology, histo- and cytochemistry were perfor-
med. The findings obtained enabled solving many medical
and biological tasks, associated with cryopreservation of
eye tissues, blood cells and bone marrow.

In 1986, for the development of the method of low-
temperature preservation of human cornea for transplan-
tation, T.M. Yurchenko together with the authors from
the Military Medical Academy (Leningrad, Russia), were
awarded with the State Prize of the USSR.

Starting from the 90s of the last century a new di-
rection in medicine, 7. e. cell and tissue therapy, being
applied in treating various pathological states of human
body using the transplantation of cryopreserved cells
and tissues of fetoplacental complex, has been in
an active progress at the Institute under the supervision
of Academician of the NAS of Ukraine Valentin I. Gry-
schenko with a direct participation of Tetiana M. Yur-
chenko. Experimental studies, performed under her gui-
dance allowed to scientifically substantiate the possibility
of using placental tissues and its cryoextract for therapy
of thyroid gland pathology, atherosclerosis, renal failure.

In 1998 at the base of IPCC NAS of Ukraine with an
active participation of professor T.M. Yurchenko there
has been established the SE ‘Interdepartmental Scientific
Center of Cryobiology and Cryomedicine of the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, the Academy of Medi-
cal Science of Ukraine and the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine’, the main task of which is the introduction of
developed cryopreservation methods for cells and cord
blood serum, tissues of placental origin into practical
medicine for therapy of many diseases.

In 2004, Prof. Tetiana M. Yurchenko mutually with a
group of scientists from the Institute were awarded with
the State Prize of Ukraine in science and technology
for the fundamental research and development of novel
biotechnology for procurement of cell and tissue allografts.

Prof. T.M. Yurchenko has managed to combine her
scientific activity with organizational work. At that time,
she was a member of the Editorial Board of the journal
‘Problems of Cryobiology’, a member of the Academic
Council and Thesis Board, academic secretary of the task
group in cryobiology and cryomedicine at the Bureau
of the Presidium of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine.

For her longstanding scientific activity Professor Te-
tiana M. Yurchenko has trained 10 PhD scientists and
