problems of cryobiology and cryomedicine
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The Kharkiv Regional Society of Immuno-
logists together with Kharkiv National Medical
University under the aegis of the Ministry of Health
of Ukraine and the Department of Health of Kharkiv
Regional State Administration have organized and
held the All-Ukrainian Scientific and Practical
Conference with international participation ‘Stress-
Induced Immune Disorders and Their Consequences
in Wartime’. The conference was held on February
29 — March 1, 2024 in Kharkiv.

The conference focused on discussing the re-
search results on the impact of hostilities and other
factors affecting human life and health in wartime,
as well as using specific and non-specific immune
therapy and immune rehabilitation. A total of 61 re-
ports were presented at the conference by leading
allergologists and immunologists of Ukraine.

A special attention was paid to determining the
role of cold factors in development of immunolo-
gical pathologies and using the results of cryobio-
logical and cryomedical research in therapy of im-
munological disorders. For example, researchers
from Kharkiv National Medical University presented
a report entitled ‘Cold Urticaria: a Comprehensive
Analysis of the Problem’, and the scientists from
the Institute for Problems of Cryobiology and Cryo-
medicine of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine suggested to use cell and tissue preparations
for therapy of post-traumatic stress disorders, inclu-
ding immune system ones. Director of the Inter-
departmental Scientific Center for Cryobiology and
Cryomedicine of the National Academy of Sciences,
National Academy of Medical Sciences and the
Ministry of Health of Ukraine, Academician of
the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine Anatoliy
Goltsev, presented a report entitled ‘Increasing Role
of Cryobiological and Cryomedical Technologies in
Wartime’.

The conference also included a roundtable dis-
cussion ‘Drug allergy. Anaphylaxis. Problems and
solutions in wartime’.
