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On July 6", 2013, prominent scientist and physician,
a wonderful person Dr. Sajio Sumida marks his 80
years' Anniversary.

He can rightly be attributed to the founders of
cryobiology and cryomedicine, his research activities
are related to the successful resolution of a number of
fundamental and applied tasks.

Dr. Sumida contributed greatly to the development
of methods of blood cryopreservation. Due to his
efforts 1969 was the start of the Blood Freezing Prog-
ram in National Hospital in Fukuoka, being a big step
forward in implementing of theoretical cryobiology
investigations into the clinical practice. As a result of
the Program to 1999 more than 12,000 transfusions of
frozen-thawed blood specimens was made to almost
2000 patients. Simultaneously with clinical practice,
associated with application of cryopreserved blood,
Dr. Sumida proceeded his scientific investigations,
targeted to improve the methods of bioobjects cryo-
preservation and to study the physiological outcome
of frozen-thawed blood transfusion in patients. Of
great importance were the studies of physical back-
ground of freeze-thawing in cell suspensions, that faci-
litated the improvement of notions about mechanisms
of cryoinjuries in cells.

Dr. S. Sumida has had a long and fruitful cooperation
with the Institute for Problems of Cryobiology and
Cryomedicine and his contribution to this work is diffi-
cult to overestimate. He is one of the first professor-
members of the UNESCO Chair in Cryobiology, a
member of the editorial board of the journal Problems
of Cryobiology and Cryomedicine, and has always
taken an active part in the organization of the con-
ferences, congresses, symposia. He hosted our collea-
gues at his institution within the frames of scientific
researches carried out on the joint topics.

Dr. Sajio Sumida has a brilliant academic back-
ground, he is medical doctor and doctor of physics,
for many years honorary director of medical and clinical
facilities (in Fukuoka, Yokohama, Wakkanai, Shizuoka,
Gunma), a visiting professor at universities and medical
schools (in Tokyo, Fukuoka, Kyoto). Dr. S. Sumida is
the member of the Japanese Surgical Society, Societies
of Thoracic Surgery, Angiology, Low-temperature
Medicine, Blood Transfusion, etc.; international so-
cieties for Cryobiology, Cardiovascular surgery,
