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The world-known scientist in the field of cryobiology
and cryomedicine Colin J. Green was born March 2,
1935 in Portsmouth (England). In 1963 he graduated
from the University of London and entered the Royal
College of Veterinary Surgeons.

From 1969 onward Colin J. Green worked on trans-
plantation immunology and storage of organs culmi-
nating in a PhD awarded in the Faculty of Medicine,
University of London in 1975.

In 1977, he was one of the pioneers in developing
cyclosporine A as a revolutionary new drug to prevent
rejection of transplanted organs.

He then became Director of Research of the Blond
Mclndoe Centre for Surgical Research, East Grin-
stead, UK in 1991 and remained in post until 1999.

In 1994 he founded the Northwick Park Institute
for Medical Research (NPIMR) and remained Director
until September 2008.

Since 1995 his main research interests have been
in surgical reconstruction, tissue regeneration, stem
cells seeded into decellularised tissues, novel burns
treatments.

Colin J. Green also has a strong interest in global
healthcare and education particularly as they impact
on conflict resolution and human rights. In the year
2000 he set up the UK-based charity International
Medical Education Trust 2000 (IMET 2000) and was
CEO from 2000 until September 2012.

In 1983, as the Chairman of the Society of Low
Temperature Biology Prof. Colin J. Green participated
in a scientific conference organized by the Institute
for Problems of Cryobiology and Cryomedicine
(Kharkov, Ukraine). He highly appreciated the scien-
tific potential of Kharkov scientists, that resulted in a
mutual beneficial cooperation in the field of low tem-
perature biology, long-term storage of tissues and stem
cells use.

Prof. Colin J. Green is a member of the Editorial
Board of the Journal Problems of Cryobiology and
Cryomedicine, co-coordinator of the International
UNESCO Chair in Cryobiology and Cryomedicine.
